
Operation Instructions (CME-420) 

 

To Encode A Video Source 
 

1. Click on the “set encoding options” 

tab at the bottom of the page. See 

diagram 2 

2. Select “Video” in the Encoding 

Source drop down box. See diagram 2 

3. Then select which video input you 

want to encode in the Video Input 

drop down box (either composite or 

S video). See diagram 2 

4. Go back to “view encoding 

controls” tab at the bottom of the 

page and press the “Click here to start recording” button to begin encoding. 

5. Press the “Click here to stop recording” button to stop encoding. See diagram 1 

 

To Encode Desktop 
 

1. Click on the “set encoding options” 

tab at the bottom of the page. See 

diagram 2 

2. Select “Screencast” in the Encoding 

Source drop down box. See diagram 2 

3. Now  find the “Click here for 

screencast configuration options”, 

press the link. 

4. Enter the IP address of the 

computer you would like to encode 

in the space provided. See Diagram 4 
There is no need to enter a password. After entering the IP address you must click the “Click here to save your 

screencast settings” 

5. Then select “view encoding controls” tab and press the “Click here to start recording” button to 

begin encoding. 

6. Press the “Click here to stop recording” button to stop encoding. See diagram 1
